Line 5 connects the city centre with Überseestadt (13 minutes, Mon-Sat):

Grenzstraße ● Elisabethstraße● to Waller Ring.  
Between Waller Ring and Gröpelingen, all journeys are operated as line 5S.  
● At the Waller Ring stop, there is access via Waller Stieg to the timber and factory harbour/Speicher XI. 

Arrival by bus: 
Line 20 connects Walle station with Überseestadt (10 minutes).
